II. Introduction- S. Ghee called the meeting to order at 12:21 p.m.

Old Business-
III. S. Ghee motioned to accept Oct 15, 2009 meeting minutes. Motion accepted.

IV. 2009/2010Work plan-G. Thatcher informed the group that we need to follow the guidelines of the work plan. The work plan was reviewed with the group; the group discussed the goals. G. Thatcher stressed the importance of parental and youth involvement. 

B. Young updated the group with the progress of the R.A.R.E. project. To date we have 154 field worker surveys completed. Members expressed frustration with lack of community involvement. 

Officer Bell talked about taping into people that have been victims to the activities in the community and may have more response. Officer Bell suggested we contact Officer Wiley to receive crime information on W.H. 

Officer Bell raised the point of having events such as; canned food drives, coat drives, pizza parties, etc. He suggested a member from the coalition to ask the W.H. Kroger’s manager to use his facility for a coat drive. B. Young raised the point of inviting the manager to the meeting. G. Thatcher and S. Ghee discussed a potential clean-up every other month for the W. H. community. Officer Bell stated collaborating with “Keep Cincinnati Beautiful” and other organizations willing to fund the clean-up. S. Ghee asked G. Thatcher if the recreational events have been put into place. Officer Bell informed the group that the Millennium Hotel has a event every year for at risk youth to have an opportunity to talk to at- risk children. S. Ghee motioned the group to participate in the event at the Millennium Hotel. Motion accepted.

S. Ghee stressed to members present that coalition participation is volunteer based. 


V. 501 (C) 3 – S. Ghee informed the group that Patricia Clegg, director of the Winton Woods Coalition has agreed to assist with the 501(C)3 application. G. Thatcher stated she charges based on the amount of people that attend the training, $40 per person. $300 to feds and $125 for the state. S. Ghee stressed the importance of obtaining a 501 (C) 3 and how it can help the coalition with fundraisers, and the requirements to submit an application. A. Penn stated having a “penny drive” where people come in and drop pennies in a container. S. Mathis stated utilize partnerships to set-up penny jars. i.e. Parkside Café. S. Mathis raised the point of opening a bank account. Group members agreed that the coalition can not open an account yet because there is no one to be accountable for the funds in the account.

It is also possible that there may be dinners available for the Christmas holiday also. Officer Bell stated Sgt. Gill Thompson 352-3576 is the contact for an accompanying cop to deliver the dinners. A. Penn also volunteered to deliver meals.

b. S. Ghee discussed planning an event for the Christmas holiday. S. Ghee asked members to contact donors to see if they will give toys or school supplies for families and follow- up with the coalition.
